Guidance on attachments
2-page B-1 draft
As part of the Expression of Interest, applicants should submit a short draft based on the MSCA Part B-1 structure, covering the following:
· Excellence: outline the proposed research project, including its aims, research questions, originality, contribution beyond the state of the art, methodology, and fit with the Department of Sociology at Oxford. Applicants should also indicate the proposed supervisor, training needs, and how knowledge will be exchanged between the researcher and host institution.
· Impact: explain how the fellowship would support the applicant’s career development, and identify the main academic, societal and/or policy contributions of the project. Applicants should briefly describe likely audiences, beneficiaries, and planned dissemination, communication or engagement activities.
· Implementation: provide a brief work plan, including the proposed fellowship duration, indicative work packages or project phases, any secondments or placements, key risks, and the practical arrangements needed to deliver the project. For Global Fellowships, applicants should also identify the proposed outgoing host institution and explain its role.
